I. ĐẠI TỪ QUAN HỆ

- Who: thay thế cho danh từ chỉ người, làm chủ ngũ hoặc tân ngữ trong câu.

Eg: The woman who is standing over there is my sister.

- Whom: thay thế cho danh từ chỉ người, làm tân ngữ trong câu; có thể có giới từ đứng trước.

Eg: I know the boy whom I spoke to.

- Which: thay thế cho danh từ chỉ vật, làm chủ ngữ hoặc tân ngữ trong câu; có thể có giới từ đứng trước.

Eg: She works for a company which makes car.

- Whose: dùng để chỉ sự sở hữu, luôn đứng trước danh từ

Eg: John found a cat whose leg was broken.

- That: thay thế cho danh từ chỉ người hoặc vật, làm chủ ngũ hoặc tân ngữ trong câu.

II. TRẠNG TỪ QUAN HỆ

- Where ( in/ at which): thay thế cho danh từ chỉ nơi chốn.

Eg: The holtel where we stayed wasn’t very clean.

- When (= on/ at/ in which): thay thế cho danh từ chỉ thời gian.

Eg: Do you remember the day when we first met?

- Why ( = for which):  thay thế cho danh từ chỉ lý do reason.

Eg: Tell me the reason why you are so sad. 

III. CÁC LOẠI MỆNH ĐỀ QUAN HỆ

1) Mệnh đề quan hệ XÁC ĐỊNH

Dùng để xác định cho danh từ đứng trước, là thành phần bắt buộc của câu. Nếu bỏ đi mệnh đề chính sẽ không rõ ý nghĩa.

Eg:  I saw the girl who helped us last week. 

This is the picture that I bought yesterday. 

2) Mệnh đề quan hệ KHÔNG XÁC ĐỊNH:
Dùng để bổ nghĩa cho danh từ đứng trước, là phần giải thích thêm. Nếu bỏ đi mệnh đề chính vẫn rõ nghĩa. Mệnh đề này thường được tách khỏi mệnh đề chính bằng dấu phẩy “,”.

Eg:  My father is a doctor. He is fifty years old.

(    My father, who is fifty years old, is a doctor.

*LƯU Ý: KHÔNG dùng THAT trong mệnh đề này.
IV: Mệnh đề quan hệ rút gọn dùng V-ing/ PII/ to V
1. Cách rút gọn mệnh đề quan hệ bằng cách sử dụng V-ing

Nếu động từ trong mệnh đề quan hệ ở thể chủ động ( active voice), ta dùng V-ing thay cho mệnh đề đó ( bỏ đại từ quan hệ và trợ động từ, đưa động từ chính về nguyên mẫu rồi thêm ING)

→ The man  talking to the headmaster is our form teacher.

Do you know the woman who made a very interesting speech last night?

→ Do you know the woman making a very interesting speech last night?

2. Cách rút gọn mệnh đề quan hệ bằng cách sử dụng PII

Nếu động từ trong mệnh đề quan hệ ở bị động ( passive voice), ta dùng PII thay cho mệnh đề đó ( bỏ đại từ quan hệ và trợ động từ, để động từ chính ở dạng V-ed/ PII)

→ The work “ The old man and the sea” written by Hemingway is very interesting.

→ The foreign language taught in most school is English
