Ex:      I am a student, aren’t I?

2. Câu hỏi đuôi của “Let’s” là “shall we”

Ex:      Let’s go for a picnic, shall we?

3. Chủ ngữ là “Everyone, someone, anyone, no one, nobody…” thì câu hỏi đuôi dùng “they”

Ex:      Somebody wanted a drink, didn’t they?

4. Chủ ngữ là “Everything, something, nothing, …..” thì câu hỏi đuôi dùng “it”

Ex:      Nothing can happen, can it?
5. Câu hỏi đuôi của Mệnh lệnh thức là “will you”

Ex:      Open the door, will you?
6. Chủ ngữ là “There …”  thì câu hỏi đuôi dùng “there”

Ex:      There is a shop near your house, isn’t there?
7. Câu đầu có I + các động từ sau: think, believe, suppose, expect, feel + mệnh đề phụ, lấy mệnh đề phụ làm câu hỏi đuôi.

Ex:      I think he will come here, won’t he?

8. Trong câu có các trạng từ phủ định và bán phủ định như: never, seldom, hardly, scarcely, little… thì câu đó được xem như là câu phủ định – phần hỏi đuôi sẽ ở dạng khẳng định

II. Conditional sentences. 
1. type 0 : Câu điều kiện loại 0

Americans also tend to care much more for punctuality than their UK counterparts. Everything from classes to a lunch date is expected to start right on time. Along with punctuality, most Americans move at a faster pace than that in the UK. For example, dinners at a restaurant, even a sit-down restaurant, can be finished in under a half-hour. Additionally, you will not have to ask for the bill. It will be brought to you as soon as it is clear to your waiter or waitress that you are finished ordering more items.
